Health Share of Oregon is one of Oregon’s coordinated care organizations (CCOs), providing
physical, dental and mental health care and substance use treatment through the Oregon
Health Plan (OHP). CareOregon is one of several insurance providers in the tri-county area
that help Health Share CCO deliver care. You may qualify for OHP based on your income
or other factors.

Do I qualify?

As of March 2025, here are some examples of people who apply for OHP:

Four children whose parent/guardian .................. make less than ..., $8172 per month
A pregnant person Who ..o, makes less than ..o, $2,478 per month

To keep your OHP coverage, you may need to
reapply every 12 months. This is sometimes called
“redetermination.” OHP will send you a letter about
how to do this.

When people talk about Medicaid in Oregon, you may hear them say a lot of different names or letters.
That’s because there are many organizations involved in making sure you get the care you deserve.
How can you make sense of it all?

It helps to think of Medicaid in Oregon like a pyramid

Oregon Health Authority (OHA) runs the Medicaid program for the entire state of Oregon,
called the Oregon Health Plan (OHP). Oregon residents apply to OHA for Medicaid coverage
through OHP. OHA then assigns members to a coordinated care organization (CCO).

Health Share of Oregon (HSO) is what’s called a coordinated care organization
(CCO). Health Share of Oregon works under OHA to serve OHP members in the
tri-county area.

CareOregon is one of several insurance providers in the tri-county area that
help Health Share CCO deliver care. They also help coordinate health care

benefits and services for their members. CareOregon’

Your primary care provider (PCP) might be a doctor, a nurse practitioner,
a physician’s assistant or a naturopath.

dentists, mental health providers, pharmacists and others.
